The skin reflectance database consists of 4392 spectrophotometric measurements; nine body areas of 482 subjects from three ethnic groups (Caucasians, Chinese and Kurdish) were measured using a Minolta CM-2600d spectrophotometer (direct contact measurement), in a spectral range from 360 to 740 nm with a 10 nm spectral interval. 
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
